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Read and play with books every day. Make it a fun and
special time. Read the same story before naps or bedtime.
You don’t have to finish the story. Stop when your baby
loses interest.

Point to interesting pictures as you read. Describe them.
Explain what you see. Play peek-a-boo with the pictures by
covering and uncovering them with your hand.

What kinds of books are best?

Picture books with simple objects or faces

Board or cloth books with pages that turn easily and
won't tear

Books with soft, rough or bumpy textures to touch
and feel

Share new words. Use the pictures in your child’s books to
help explain a new word. Ask a question to make sure she
understands.

Talk about the story. Ask questions about what happened
before, what is happening now and what might happen on
the next page. “What hat did he choose? What is he doing
with the hat? Where will he put it next?” Pause frequently
to let your child talk.

What kinds of books are best?

Books on topics your child is interested in, like animals,
dinosaurs or ballerinas

Nursery rhymes or simple stories about everyday activities
Stories with only one or two sentences per page and lots
of pictures
